The f-number of the human eye varies
from about f/8.3 in a very brightly lit place
to about f/2.1 in the dark. 
The image above illustrates decreasing
aperture sizes.
Diagram of decreasing
apertures, that is,
increasing f-numbers, 
in one-stop increments;
each aperture has half the
light gathering area of the
previous one. The actual
size of the aperture will
depend on the focal
length of the lens.
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THIS PICTURE won the YPU Pictorial/
Architectural trophy for Brian at the

1968 YPU Assembly. 
The picture was about a 30 sec exposure at
f11 on Adox KB 17 film. Pentax S1a,
F2.0,55mm Super-Takumar Lens which cost
Brian £72-10 shillings. Anything other
than the standard lens was out of the

financial range of most people at the time;
and zooms, which were very big and bulky,
did not arrive until the mid seventies. The
developer was Neophyn Blue mainly Metol
based on a formula by Herr Willi Beutler.
